INSTRUCTIONS

International students (seeking or holding non-immigrant visas) intending degree seeking study
must complete and submit this application, along with all credentials and the required $50 USD
application fee directly to The Office of International Admissions. Applications received after the
listed deadlines will be processed for the next available semester.

University Identification Number-A University Identification Number (UIN) is generated for every
applicant. Your UIN will be sent upon application receipt. Please use this number in all
correspondence with Old Dominion University.

Name-Your family/surname should be entered as your last name on the application and all
supporting documents. It must exactly match your passport in spelling and order.

Credential/Document Evaluations- An official record of all academic studies and results of
state and/or national examinations taken are required. Academic records must include the
name of each individual course, the grade earned, and the grading scale used. Documents
must be submitted in one's native language with an official English translation. The Office of
International Admissions performs all international credential evaluations. Foreign documents,
credentials and transcripts must be official (sealed and sent directly from the institution.) Only
originals or photocopies officially stamped and attested by a school official (Registrar, Principle,
or Controller of Exams) are accepted. Faxes, scanned or notarized copies or copies attested by
a department head cannot be accepted as official. All credentials submitted to International
Admissions become the property of the University and cannot be returned.

Standardized Test Scores- Official test score reports (TOEFL etc...) must be sent directly to
Old Dominion University. The College Examination Entrance Board (CEEB) code is 005126.

ENGLISH PROFICIENCY

Students must provide evidence of English proficiency if
their native spoken language is not English. Fulfillment
of any one of the following requirements will satisfy
English language proficiency requirements.

1. Submission of one of the following: TOEFL* paper
based score (PBT) of 550 or iBT score of 79; SAT critical
reading/verbal score of 480; IELTS overall band score of
6.5; GCSE or GCE “0O” level pass in English language, or
CPE grade of A, B or C.

*TOEFL test scores are valid for two years.

2. Possession of a bachelor's or master's degree
equivalent from an accredited institution located in a
country where English is the native language.

3. Successful completion (minimum grade of 'C' or
higher in each) of two university or college-level
English courses at a regionally accredited U.S.
institution. These courses must be the equivalent to
The University’s English composition course and any
other advanced composition or technical writing
course.

4. Successful completion of The English Language
Center's Undergraduate Bridge Program.

Students whose native language is not English and who have
satisfied English Language proficiency through one of the criteria
listed above are exempt from fulfilling the University’s general
education foreign language requirement.

ENGLISH LANGUAGE CENTER

The English Language Center (ELC), located on the
main campus of Old Dominion University, offers a full
range of intensive and semi-intensive courses in
English as a second language. Two seven-week
sessions are available each semester. The highly
experienced and professional staff has taught
thousands of students from over 100 countries.

The Full-Time intensive English language program
includes approximately 20 hours per week of
classroom and language lab study. Instruction
includes grammar, reading and vocabulary, speaking,
listening and writing English.

The Undergraduate Bridge Program combines
English language (non-credit) instruction and
academic credit classes for students admitted to Old
Dominion University with the following TOEFL score
ranges: paper based (PBT) between 500-550 or iBT
between 61-78. Students can achieve full-time
university status by successfully completing two
semesters of the Bridge program.

Assignments to the appropriate level of English
instruction are based on the results of a placement
test given at the beginning of each session.
Proceeding to a higher level requires a student to pass
the qualifying test given at the end of each 7-week
term. Students receive an evaluation and Certificate
of Participation at the close of every session.
Additionally, an institutional TOEFL exam is offered
every session. The results can be used to help
determine when students are ready for part-time or
full-time university academic course work. Contact

TRANSFER CREDIT

The Office of International Admissions calculates
elective and lower level undergraduate course credit
taken at accredited, post secondary institutions.
Without  course/catalog  descriptions, initial
evaluations may be preliminary. All  course
descriptions must be officially translated into English.
AP and IB credits are awarded after official score are
received. Unless an articulation agreement exists,
transfer credit is not granted for English composition
classes taken at institutions located in non-native
English speaking countries.

ORIENTATION/ACADEMIC ADVISING

All new students are required to attend International
Orientation, which presents cultural adjustment, as
well as critical guidelines to maintaining a non-
immigrant visa status. Freshman (1st year) who have
satisfied English language proficiency must attend
PREVIEW, ODU’s academic orientation program.
Transfer students are strongly encouraged to attend.
During this event, students will familiarize themselves
with campus life and services, meet with academic
advisors, arrange placement tests (if applicable) and
register for classes.

F & J VISA FINANCIAL REQUIREMENTS
Academic decisions regarding University admission
are determined without bias to personal or family
finances; however, you will not be able to obtain a
student visa without adequate financial support. An
[-20/DS-2019 is issued for the nine-month academic
year. The estimated length of study is four years (48
months) for a Bachelors degree. A student must
demonstrate sufficient funding to both ODU and the
U.S Consulate, to include tuition/living expenses for
the first year of study, in addition to a reasonable
expectation of funding for the remaining years.

In addition to the general international application,
programs within the College of Health Sciences
require a supplemental application.

ISS SCHOLARSHIP

Old Dominion University offers a renewable
competitive based scholarship to new international
undergraduate students. Awards range between
$4,000 and $8,000 per year. The ISS scholarship
deadline is April 15 for the fall term and October 1 for
the spring term.

DEFERMENTS

Admission deferments are available for up to two
semesters following initial admission. After one
academic year, the student is required to re-apply with
application fee. Submit deferment requests online by
the desired term deadline from the International
Admissions web page. If issued by Old Dominion
University, any unused immigration documents
(I-20/DS-2019) must be returned along with updated
financial documentation.

STATUS CHECKS

Status checks are available via LEO Online. E-mail
confirmations are sent upon application receipt, and
once an eight digit UIN (University Identification
Number) is generated. Please note the online
application confirmation number is not your UIN.
Processing a complete undergraduate application
takes at least 2-4 weeks.
